Scott Hahn Reflections

Reflexiones de Scott Hahn

The Good News: Scott Hahn Reflects on the
Ascension of the Lord:

In today’s first reading from the Acts of the Apostles, St.
Luke gives the surprising news that there is more of the
story to be told. The story did not end with the empty
tomb, or with Jesus’ appearances to the Apostles over the
course of forty days. Jesus’ saving work will have a
liturgical consummation. He is the great high priest, and
he has still to ascend to the heavenly Jerusalem, there to
celebrate the feast in the true Holy of Holies.

The truth of this feast shines forth from the Letter to the
Hebrews, where we read of the great high priest’s passing
through the heavens, the sinless intercessor’s sacrifice on
our behalf.

Indeed, his intercession will lead to the Holy Spirit's
descent in fire upon the Church. Luke spells out that
promise in the first reading for the feast of the Ascension:
‘in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit”.
Ascension is the preliminary feast that directs the
Church’s attention forward to Pentecost. On that day,
salvation will be complete; for salvation is not simply
expiation for sins (that would be wonder enough), but it is
something even greater than that. Expiation is itself a
necessary precondition of our adoption as God’s children.
To live that divine life we must receive the Holy Spirit. To
receive the Holy Spirit we must be purified through
baptism. The Responsorial Psalm presents the Ascension
in terms familiar from the worship of the Jerusalem
Temple in the days of King Solomon: “God mounts his
throne to shouts of joy: a blare of trumpets for the Lord”.
The priest-king takes his place at the head of the people,
ruling over the nations, establishing peace.

The Epistle strikes a distinctively Paschal note. In the
early Church, as today, Easter was the normal time for
the baptism of adult converts. The sacrament was often
called “illumination” or “enlightenment” because of the
light that came with God'’s saving grace. Saint Paul, in his
letter to the Ephesians, speaks in terms of glory that leads
to greater glories still, as Ascension leads to Pentecost:
“‘May the eyes of your hearts be enlightened,” he writes,
as he looks to the divinization of the believers. Their
“hope” is “his inheritance among the holy ones,” the saints
who have been adopted into God’s family and now rule
with him at the Father’s right hand.

This is the “good news” the Apostles are commissioned to
spread, to the whole world, to all nations, beginning from
Jerusalem, at the first Ascension. It's the good news we
must spread today.

Las buenas nuevas: Scott Hahn reflexiona sobre la
ascension del Seior:

En la primera lectura de hoy de los Hechos de los
Apoéstoles, San Lucas da la sorprendente noticia de que hay
mas de la historia que contar. La historia no termin6 con la
tumba vacia, o con las apariciones de Jesus a los apostoles
en el transcurso de cuarenta dias. La obra salvadora de
Jesus tendra una consumacion litargica. El es el gran sumo
sacerdote, y aun tiene que ascender a la Jerusalén celestial,
alli para celebrar la fiesta en el verdadero Santo de los
Santos.

La verdad de esta fiesta brilla de la Carta a los Hebreos,
donde leemos acerca del paso del gran sumo sacerdote a
través de los cielos, el sacrificio del intercesor sin pecado en
nuestro nombre.

De hecho, su intercesion conducira al descenso del Espiritu
Santo en fuego sobre la Iglesia. Lucas explica la promesa
en la primera lectura para la fiesta de la Ascension: “en unos
dias seras bautizado con el Espiritu Santo”. La ascensién es
la fiesta preliminar que dirige la atencion de la Iglesia hacia
Pentecostés. En ese dia, la salvacion estara completa;
porque la salvacion no es simplemente la expiacién por los
pecados (eso seria suficiente maravilla), sino que es algo
aun mas grande que eso. La expiacion es en si misma una
condicion previa necesaria para nuestra adopcion como
hijos de Dios. Para vivir esa vida divina debemos recibir el
Espiritu Santo. Para recibir el Espiritu Santo debemos ser
purificados a través del bautismo. EI Salmo Responsorial
presenta la Ascensién en términos familiares de la
adoracion del Templo de Jerusalén en los dias del Rey
Salomon: "Dios monta su trono en gritos de alegria: un
toque de trompetas para el Sefior". El sacerdote-rey toma su
lugar a la cabeza del pueblo, gobernando las naciones,
estableciendo la paz.

La epistola golpea una nota distintivamente pascual. En la
iglesia primitiva, como hoy, la Pascua era el tiempo normal
para el bautismo de adultos convertidos. La Santa Cena a
menudo se llamaba "iluminacion" debido a la luz que venia
con la gracia salvadora de Dios. San Pablo, en su carta a
los efesios, habla en términos de gloria que conduce a
glorias aun mas grandes, mientras la Ascension conduce a
Pentecostés: "Que los ojos de sus corazones se iluminen",
escribe, mientras observa la divinizacion de la creyentes Su
"esperanza" es "su herencia entre los santos", los santos
que han sido adoptados en la familia de Dios y ahora
gobiernan con él a la diestra del Padre.

Esta es la "buena noticia" que los apodstoles tienen el
encargo de difundir, a todo el mundo, a todas las naciones,
desde Jerusalén, en la primera Ascension. Es la buena
noticia que debemos difundir hoy.
